1 Search podcasts. This is a free text search box for the podcast titles.

9 Schools. A list of schools is displayed here. When the reader selects a school, the
podcasts dthis school are displayed.

9 Productions. The productions form is automatically enabled after the reader selects
a school. If the school has more than one productions, the reader can select
between these to display its podcasts.

1 Date (from) and date (unjil These fields are used to limit the date slots of the
podcasts. A calendar is displayed and the reader can select from which date and up
to which date he wants the podcasts to appear in the results.

This form is used so that the readier select between the
different thematic categories which characterize the podcasts. The fields in this form
are dynamic. They are automatically added, edited or deleted by the booking and
the bridge applications when needed.

This forns used so that the reader can select between the
different educational levels which characterize the podcasts. The fields in this form
are dynamic. They are automatically added, edited or deleted by the booking and
the bridge applications when needed.

This form is used so that the reader can select between the different zones
which characterize the podcasts. The fields in this form are dynamic. They are
automatically added, edited or deleted by the booking and the bridge applications
when needed.

They are
automatically added, edited or deleted by the booking and the bridge applications
when needed.

These are the languages in which the
podcasts are being broadcasted. The fields in this form are dynamic. They are
automatically addd, edited or deleted by the booking and the bridge applications
when needed.

This form is used so that the reader can select between the different
countries which characterize the podcasts. The fields in this form are dynamic. They
are automaticdy added, edited or deleted by the booking and the bridge
applications when needed.

1 Frequency. This form is used so that thsitor can select between the different
frequencies which characterize the podcasts. The fields in this form are dynamic.
They areautomatically added, edited or deleted by the booking and the bridge
applications when needed.

1 More search filters. This form is used so that the reader can select between other
metadatafields which chaacterize the podcast and whiclodhot fit to the pevious
forms. The fields in this form are dynamic. They are automatically added, edited or
deleted by the booking and the bridge applications when needed.

It has to be emphasized that the above search criteria are combinational. This means that all
the filters apply together (interact) onto the results of the podcasts that are displayed in the
main area of the page.

2.1.2 Multilingual support

The fields (metadata) that are contained inside the previously mentioned forms in the left
area of the radio shows reposity page, are not only dynamic but also multilingual.

3 Radio productions

productions in a masonry grid format. The page also allows filtering (searching) of the
productions, based on school, thematic category, educational level, zone, typeatag
country, frequency and other metadata.

For each production there are different elements that are displayed. Thestharttle of

the production, is type,its short description, the school that is doing the production, the
production metadata and the banner (image) of the production. Most of the productions are
schedulable and the date and time schedule appear on them too. There is also a link to the
podcasts 6 each production. Also, most of the production elements are linked to their
relevant elements. For example, the production type metadata, links directly to all the
productions that have the specific metadata element. When a production titkelscted

the production page opens, which is a page that contains additional information about the
production includingts podcasts.

3.2 School, production, podcast custom post types

The NES2Rportal is based on WordPress, which can hold and display many different types
of content. A single item of such a content is generally called a post, althmmsggfs also a
specificpost type (by default pages and posts). Internally, allgbst typesare stoed in the
same place, in thevp_postsdatabase table, but are differentiated by a column cafedt

type which defines the type. Custom post type can have different dagtathan normal
posts

In order to facilitate the required types sthools, produabns, podcasts, schools and their
metadata (taxonomies)we created Custom post types. Custom post tyges newpost
typeswhich can be created. Each of the above post tigpgefined by its labels, supported
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features, availability and other specifics. Mover custom taxonomies were created for
each of these custom post types such as: school countries, thematic categories, zones,
production types etc. In order to speed up the process of creating these custom post types
and custom taxonomies, we used thedlset Types WordPress plugin

(https://el.wordpress.org/plugins/types/).

For each of the above custom post types, a communication bridge with the booking
application has been developed in order to facilitate the exchange of data.
